Prayer Strategy: Intercede (Slide 48)

When you intercede you are literally standing in the gap between God and souls
or situations.

True intercession is two — fold.
- One aspect is asking God for divine intervention.
- The other aspect is destroying the works of Satan by speaking to the
spirits themselves in Jesus name.

When interceding come to God with a specific, divinely inspired request;
therefore actually destroying the spiritual strongholds the enemy has devised.

Exodus 22:30 Likewise shalt thou do with thine oxen, and with thy sheep: seven
days it shall be with his dam; on the eighth day thou shalt give it me.
